Developed by Dr Paul Swan to assist schools in examining NAPLAN performance. There is a strong emphasis on written and visual literacy - hence two separate columns are shown.
Note comments based on paper based version of the 2018 Year 3 NAPLAN paper

· Twenty-five of the thirty-six questions include a graphic. 69%
· On several occasions students were asked to choose two answers (eg q 24, 30, 32 and 35). In each case the word two was printed in bold. Question 26 says “Which two shapes …, referring to a pair of shapes NOT two answers
· Six questions feature some type of table format (1, 4, 11, 15, 19 and 31
· Two questions, less than in previous years (27, 33) involve calibrated scales (number line related)
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
